Birthday. There is a large "Birthday Celebration" the last week of school that celebrates all of the chil-~
dren's birthdays including summer birthdays. The teachers provide a grade level treat at the end of the
celebration.

First Grade: Birthdays are celebrated once a month for all that have a birthday that month. Only one
person brings in treats and drinks for all that day.

Second Grade: Birthday bags with nice messages and a treat from the teacher are given on birthdays.

Third Grade: Birthdays are celebrated once a month for all that have a birthday that month. Only one
person brings in treats and drinks for all that day.

Fourth Grade: Fourth grade allows students to bring in treats on their birthday if they wish to do so. It is
optional. All food items must be store bought.
